


















Overview


The context for study is learning about the key characters and events of the 1715 Jacobite Rising through the website. The website has been designed to help provide a broad overview of historical events that led to this turbulent period in Scottish history. The two activities provide ways of engaging more closely with the key events, people and methods of communicating at the period. Learners will use their reading skills to evaluate key documents, maps and other written sources of the period. They will use their listening skills to hear songs about the Jacobites and Hanoverians, some from contemporary sources. Some learners may begin to discuss the differences between the Jacobites and Hanoverians.

An interdisciplinary approach


Interdisciplinary learning is an important element within Curriculum for Excellence. It constitutes one of the four contexts for learning in 'Building the Curriculum 3':


Life and ethos of the school as a community


Curriculum areas and subjects


Interdisciplinary Learning


Opportunities for personal achievement





All of these contexts are crucial if the potential of children and young people as successful learners, confident individuals, effective contributors and responsible citizens is to be fully developed.


Interdisciplinary learning enables practitioners and learners to:


Make connections across learning through exploring clear and relevant links across the curriculum. 


Support the use and application of what has been taught and learned in new and different ways. 


Provide opportunities for deeper learning, for example through answering big questions, exploring an issue, solving problems or completing a final project.  


Focus on curricular areas where there are coherent links and an opportunity to deepen understanding. (not all curricular areas working together or suspension of timetables.)


On the next page, the summary of learning opportunities builds on the overview document and exemplifies a possible interdisciplinary approach which could be used when planning.  This links directly to the scene setter for this context and the experiences and outcomes explored.  These suggested learning opportunities explore only aspects of the experiences and outcomes identified.  However, each experience and outcome should be revisited in other ways and contexts for depth of learning.








LITERACY AND ENGLISH





Finding and using information


Listen to the key character audio clips and identify the conflicting positions between the Stuarts and Hanoverians.





Using the image gallery, identify some of the sources which would have been used to promote either the Jacobite or Hanoverian cause.





Using the image gallery, identify what some of the key documents were for inciting the 1715 Rising.





Reading


Using the image gallery, read some of the historical documents and identify which point of view they are written from and about: Jacobite or Hanoverian.





Writing


Write a journal entry from the point of  view of a Jacobite or Hanoverian soldier.


Create a ‘broadside’ – an 18th century version of a newspaper describing what it was like being a Jacobite.


Using the lyrics of the songs featured as inspiration, re-work them into modern day ballads .

TECHNOLOGY


Using the family tree interactive, explain the relationship between the Stuarts and the Hanoverians.


Using the timeline, find out what was happening in other parts of Europe or the rest of the world.


Devise your own secret code using the Code Wheel as a starting point.

SOCIAL STUDIES


Look at the key historical characters in the family tree and find out what some of their key characteristics were.


Look at the range of images in the gallery and investigate if any of them would have been the source of conflict.


Looking at the maps, find out where the strongholds for the Jacobites and Hanoverians would have been.

Art and Design


Using the armorial cards in the image gallery as a starting point, create your own coat of arms and use symbols as attributes for characteristics or strengths.








Music


Listen to the songs and identify what type of audience they were originally aimed at e.g. townspeople, highlanders, Jacobite, Hanoverian etc. 





Listen to the songs and read the lyrics, identify what tone the song is meant to convey and the style of language that is being used, formal or as commonly spoken.





There are lots of opportunities to use various media to create pieces of artwork, either using the characters as stimuli or the created texts in Writing.
